1.  At the E-STAT Table of contents, select Data. 

2.  Under Land and Resources, select Agriculture. 

3.  Under Census databases, Select Crops. 

4.  Select Farm operators by sex and selected variables, Canada and provinces, 2001 
5.  Under Geography, select 2001 – Provinces in Canada. 

7.  Using the Shift key, select both Total number of operators; Operators of farms with one operator; Sex-Male and  Total number of operators; Operators of farms with one operator; Sex-Female.

8.  At the Output format, select Comma-delimited file.


9.  Save as an Excel spreadsheet.
Use Excel to determine to three decimal places:

a) the probability that an operator is male.

b) the probability that an operator in Newfoundland and Labrador is male.

c) the probability that an operator in Manitoba is male.
