Go to http://estat.statcan.ca
Select English.

1.  At the E-STAT Table of contents, select Data. 

2.  Under Economy, select Trade. 

3.  Select Retail trade. 

4.  Select Monthly department store sales and stocks (from 1991) for Canada, provinces and selected census metropolitan areas (Dollars), Jan 1991-Apr 2005  
5.  Under Geography, select Canada. 

6.  Under Department Store Sales, select Sales excluding concessions.
7.  Under Seasonal adjustment, select unadjusted.
8.  Under Reference period, choose Jan. 2004 to Dec. 2004.

Select Retrieve as a Table.
Choose CSV (Comma-separated values) for database loading.

The frequency of the data will be “left unchanged”.

The output will contain “data as retrieved”.

Titles and labels will be in “English”.

Data is for Jan. 2004 to Dec. 2004.

Click Go.

Using Excel, find the mean and standard deviation of the data.
