Problem 6.2  Communications in Canada

Go to http://estat.statcan.ca
Select English.

1.  At the E-STAT Table of contents, select Data. 

2.  Under Economy, select Communications. 

3.  Select Broadcasting. 

4.  Select Average hours per week of television viewing, by selected age groups, annual, 1998-2003.
5.  Under Geography, use the Ctrl key to select all ten provinces (not Canada, and not the separate listings for Quebec Anglophones and Francophones). 

6.  Under Age group, select Total population.
7.  Under Reference period, choose 2003 to 2003.
Select Retrieve as a Table.
Choose CSV (Comma-separated values) for database loading.

The frequency of the data will be “left unchanged”.

The output will contain “data as retrieved”.

Titles and labels will be in “English”.

Data is for 2003 to 2003.

Click Go.

Using Excel, find the mean and standard deviation of the data.

Find the z-score of each province.  Which has the highest absolute value?  What is the likelihood of having a score further from the mean than this one?
