1a.

Create individual portfolios with ten companies, when available, from each of the following countries: Australia, Canada, Japan, Mexico, the Netherlands, and the United Kingdom (use Table 18—10 to identify companies from these countries):

1. Open the Portfolio Editor by selecting the Tools menu from the toolbar and clicking on Portfolio Editor (Tools – Portfolio Editor) or by clicking on the Portfolio Editor icon on the toolbar

Note: To add companies using their ticker symbols, be sure the radio button to the left of By Ticker is selected. Otherwise, to enter companies by name, click on the radio button to the left of By Name.
2. Once the company you are looking for is highlighted in blue on the list at the left of the Portfolio Editor window, click the Add button so that it appears in the white area at the right of the Portfolio Editor window.

3. Repeat this process until you have a complete portfolio of companies from the same country

4. Click the Save As button when the portfolio is complete, name the portfolio, and click Ok

Repeat this process until you have created and saved portfolios for each of the countries.

1b.

Create a View with the following fields: Price-to-earnings (PE), dividend yield (Yield), price-to-sales ratio (Price/Sales), price-to-book ratio (Price/Book), institutional holdings percentage (Institutional Ownership %), and insider holding percentage (Insider Ownership %):
1. Open the View Editor by selecting the Tools menu from the toolbar and clicking on View Editor (Tools – View Editor) or by clicking on the View Editor icon on the toolbar.

2. Scroll down the list of data categories on the View Editor window to Company Information

3. Click on the “+” sign to the left of Company Information

4. Scroll down the list of data fields to Company Name

5. Double-click on Company Name so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

6. Scroll down the list of data categories to Multiples
7. Click on the “+” sign to the left of Multiples
8. Scroll down the list of data categories to PE
9. Double-click on PE so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

10. Scroll down the list of data categories to Yield
11. Double-click on Yield so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

12. Scroll up the list of data fields to Price/Sales

13. Double-click on Price/Sales so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

14. Scroll up the list of data categories to Price/Book

15. Double-click on Price/Book so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

16. Scroll down the list of data categories on the View Editor window to Price and Share Statistics

17. Click on the “+” sign to the left of Price and Share Statistics

18. Scroll down the list of data fields to Institutional Ownership %

19. Double-click on Institutional Ownership % so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

20. Scroll up the list of data fields to Insider Ownership %

21. Double-click on Insider Ownership % so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window (the View should contain seven fields as shown in the Fields area in the bottom-middle of the View Editor).

22. Click the Save As button, name the View (International Analysis 1 will be used for reference), and click Ok

Create a Statistical Summary Report using the International Analysis 1 View created above for each of the international portfolios created in 1a:

1. Load a portfolio by clicking on the Down Arrow button to the right of Portfolio on the toolbar and clicking on the name of the portfolio you wish to load

2. Click on the Print icon from the toolbar or select the File menu from the toolbar and click on Print (File – Print)

3. From the Available Reports window, click on Statistical Summary – Active Notebook

4. To print this report, click on the Print button at the bottom of this window or to display the report on the screen, click on the Preview button

5. When prompted to select a View, scroll down the list of Views to Beta

6. Click on International Analysis 1 and then click Ok

7. Once the report has either is displayed or has been printed, click Done on the Available Reports window

Repeat these steps to create Statistical Summary reports for the other international portfolios you created in 1a by loading the portfolio into the Stock Notebook, selecting the print options, and creating a Statistical Summary report using the International Analysis 1 View.

1c.

Create a View with the following fields: Payout ratio (Payout ratio), current ratio (Current ratio), long-term debt to capital (LT debt/total capital), return on assets (Return on assets), and return on equity (Return on equity):

1. Open the View Editor by selecting the Tools menu from the toolbar and clicking on View Editor (Tools – View Editor) or by clicking on the View Editor icon on the toolbar.

2. Scroll down the list of data categories on the View Editor window to Company Information

3. Click on the “+” sign to the left of Company Information

4. Scroll down the list of data fields to Company Name

5. Double-click on Company Name so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

6. Scroll down the list of data categories to Ratios
7. Click on the “+” sign to the left of Ratios
8. Scroll down the list of data categories to Payout ratio Y1
9. Double-click on Payout ratio Y1 so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

10. Scroll up the list of data categories to Current ratio Y1

11. Double-click on Current ratio Y1 so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

12. Scroll down the list of data categories to LT debt/total capital Y1

13. Double-click on LT debt/total capital Y1 so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

14. Scroll down the list of data categories to Return on assets Y1

15. Double-click on Return on assets Y1 so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window

16. Scroll down the list of data categories to Return on equity Y1

17. Double-click on Return on equity Y1 so that it appears in the white area at the right of the View Editor window (the View should contain six fields as shown in the Fields area in the bottom-middle of the View Editor)

18. Click the Save As button, name the View (International Analysis 2 will be used for reference), and click Ok

Create a Statistical Summary Report using the International Analysis 2 View created above for each of the international portfolios created in 1a:

1. Load a portfolio by clicking on the Down Arrow button to the right of Portfolio on the toolbar and clicking on the name of the portfolio you wish to load

2. Click on the Print icon from the toolbar or select the File menu from the toolbar and click on Print (File – Print)

3. From the Available Reports window, click on Statistical Summary – Active Notebook

4. To print this report, click on the Print button at the bottom of this window or to display the report on the screen, click on the Preview button

5. When prompted to select a View, scroll down the list of Views to Beta

6. Click on International Analysis 1 and then click Ok

7. Once the report has either is displayed or has been printed, click Done on the Available Reports window

Screen for those companies that make up the Dow Jones Industrial Average:

1. Open the Screen Editor by selecting the Tools menu from the toolbar end clicking on Screen Editor (Tools – Screen Editor) or by clicking on the Screen Editor icon on the toolbar

2. Click New on the Screen Editor window (Note: Be sure that no portfolios are loaded. You can tell this by looking at the top right of the Screen Editor Window, where is should say “Portfolio none”)

3. Click in the first cell of Field column, which will be highlighted in blue

4. Scroll down the list of data categories that will appear when you click in the cell to Company Information

5. Click on the “+” sign next to the left of Company Information

6. Scroll down the list of data fields to Dow Stock

7. Double-click on Dow Stock so that it appears in the cell

8. Click in the first cell of the Operator column

9. Double-click on Equals so that it appears in the cell

10. Click in the first cell of the Compare To cell

11. Double-click on Industrial so that it appears in the cell

12. Click on the Apply button at the bottom right of the Screen Editor window

13. Once the screen has run, the Stock Notebook will contain those companies that passed the screen

2b.

Create a Statistical Summary Report using the International Analysis 1 View created earlier for results of the screen:

1. Click on the Print icon from the toolbar or select the File menu from the toolbar and click on Print (File – Print)

2. From the Available Reports window, click on Statistical Summary – Active Notebook

3. To print this report, click on the Print button at the bottom of this window or to display the report on the screen, click on the Preview button

4. When prompted to select a View, scroll down the list of Views to Beta

5. Click on International Analysis 1 and then click Ok

6. Once the report has either is displayed or has been printed, click Done on the Available Reports window
