Activity 7.5: Portfolio: Creating My Own Presentation Lesson Using an Advance Organizer 

Purpose:  

It is always difficult to teach a new idea to someone. The purposes of this portfolio assignment are to help you gain skill in designing a lesson for teaching a new idea to someone and to develop a product that can become a part of your portfolio. 

Directions:  

Follow the steps here to design and teach a lesson and to display it in your portfolio. 

Step 1:  

Choose an individual (friend, family member, student at your practicum site) who would allow you to teach them something. 

Step 2:  

Choose a chunk of factual and conceptual knowledge that you think this person doesn’t know very much about. It may be knowledge from your teaching field, or it could be associated with some hobby or interest you have. 

Step 3:  

Develop goals and design a lesson to teach the knowledge to the individual you identified in step 1 using the presentation model. In your lesson plan, outline what you will do at each phase of the model’s syntax. Pay particular attention to how you are going to design and use an advance organizer. 

Step 4:  

Teach the lesson to the individual and capture what you do with a camcorder or a 35mm camera and/or an audiotape. 

Step 5:  

View or listen to the video- or audiotape and write a critique of your lesson. How appropriate was the knowledge you selected for the individual you taught? How did the individual react to your advance organizer? What do you think of your advance organizer? Did the lesson turn out as you planned it? What would you do differently next time? What did this experience teach you about presentation teaching and the use of advance organizers? 

Step 6:  

Arrange the following in your portfolio: your lesson plan, your advance organizer, pictures of you conducting the lesson, and your critique.
