Activity 8.5: Portfolio: Showing My Use of Task Analysis and Demonstration 

Purpose:  

This exercise will help you gain skill in performing task analysis and conducting demonstrations and develop products of this work for your portfolio. 

Directions:  

Following the steps here, perform a task analysis, conduct a demonstration of some specific skill, and find a means to visually document your work in the portfolio. 

Step 1:  

Choose a topic from your teaching field that consists of a number of skills. Do a task analysis identifying all the sub-skills associated with the topic. For example, if you choose ice hockey, some of the sub-skills associated with that sport are dressing with proper equipment, ability to stand on ice, gliding forward, gliding backward, and passing while moving.

Step 2:  

Put the sub-skills in some logical order showing how they relate to one another or how some are prerequisite to others. Do this with some type of flowchart or diagram. This diagram should be done carefully so it can be included in your portfolio. 

Step 3:  

Select one skill and prepare a 5- to 10-minute lesson to demonstrate it to a particular audience. The audience may be a group of students, peers in your college classroom, or family members. Your lesson should also be placed in your portfolio.

Step 4:  

Conduct the demonstration after making arrangements to record it visually. This can be done with a camcorder or a 35mm camera. This visual record of the lesson should be placed in your portfolio.

Step 5:  

Critique your task analysis and demonstration. How appropriate was the skill you selected to demonstrate? Did the demonstration work as you planned? What would you do differently next time? 

Step 6:  

Arrange the following in your portfolio: the task analysis, the demonstration lesson, pictures of you conducting the demonstration, and your critique.
