Activity 9.5: Portfolio: Demonstrating My Webbing Skills 

Purpose:  

This exercise will help you gain skill in making conceptual webs and develop products of this work for your portfolio. 

Directions:  

Following the steps here, construct a conceptual web for your portfolio. You may want to refer back to the chapter for more information about how to construct conceptual webs. 

Step 1:  

Select a concept for analysis that you might want to teach some day. 

Step 2:  

Place the concept in a circle (the core) on a piece of paper. 

Step 3:  

Draw strands branching out from the core. These are critical attributes. Give each attribute a name. 

Step 4:  

Draw lines connecting the various strands to show how the attributes and dimensions are differentiated from one another. 

Step 5:  

Tie the various strands together to show relationships among the attributes. 

Step 6:  

Critique your web in a way that will show a potential employer that you understand webbing and its role in planning for a concept lesson. 

Step 7:  

Arrange your conceptual web and critique in your portfolio. You may want to add illustrations and pictures to make your work more attractive and eye-catching.
