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	Alternate Process: In the text we use this symbol to mark the beginning and the end of a process or program with "Start Program" or "Stop Program"
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	Process: In the text we use this symbol for processes such as processing and outputting information.
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	Decision: In the test we use this symbol whenever we use a selection or repetition control structure in a program. We used it in the Penguin Payroll program to test for Overtime pay.
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	Connector: In the text we use this symbol to connect algorithm processes in the program flowchart. It helps to keep the flowchart organized.
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	Data flow arrow: In the text we use this line to indicate how items in the flowchart are connected. The arrow points in the direction the program flowchart moves from one item to the next.
