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Assignment 3 Basic
(8%)
This assignment provides experience with writing queries for hierarchical forms for the Intercollegiate Athletic database and the Order Entry Database.  You will have the opportunity to apply the concepts from textbook Chapter 10.

The highest grade from completing the basic part of assignment 3 is a B (8 out of 10 final course points). If you want to receive a higher grade, you should implement the Event Planning Form in Microsoft Access. The details of the implementation are provided in the extra part of Assignment 3.

Part 1
For the sample Event Planning Form shown in Figure 1, answer the five query formulation steps presented in textbook Section 10.4.3. The Event Planning Form supports entry of an event plan in the main form and the details of the event plan in the subform.
The last step of your plan involves queries for the main form and subform. The main form query includes all data above the datasheet. You need to determine the tables to include, the method to combine the tables (join or outer join), and the fields to include.  The sub form query should sort the rows by “Line No.”.  In addition, the subform query should compute the “Amount” field (Resource.Rate * EventPlanLine.number* number of hours).  The number of hours is computed as DateDiff("n", timestart, timeend)/60.  Do not compute the Total Amount field in either the main form query or subform query as Total Amount must be computed in the form.
Here are some additional points about this form:

· The main form should not force the user to enter an employee number for the “Supervisor” field.  If your query is designed properly, the user will not be forced to enter an employee number.
· In the main form, the fields “Customer”, “Event Date”, “Facility”, and “Total Cost” should be read-only.
· In the sub form, the fields “LocName”, “ResName”, “Rate”, and “Amount” should be read-only.

Part 2

Work problems 10.23 and 10.24 from textbook chapter 10. Provide an answer to each query formulation step for the Order form in textbook Figure 10.P3.
Grading

· The solutions to step 2 are worth 10 points (5 points each).
· The solutions to step 3 are worth 10 points (5 points each).

· The solutions to step 4 are worth 10 points (5 points each).

· The main form queries are worth 30 points (15 points each).

· The subform queries are worth 30 points (15 points each).
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
