Before class, draw your “own” family tree on the board. Include all family members
you want to present and give them all first names.

Present a few family members in a conceptually related group, check comprehension,
then present a few more, spiraling in vocabulary from the previous group, check
comprehension, and so forth, finishing with a final review.

(Always point to the person or persons you mention.) En mi familia hay

Review all members, pointing to each one and asking ;Quién es? Students respond
with the term that describes the relationship that the person indicated has with you.
When you have finished this review, students will be ready to start the textbook
activities.
