Objective 

Search engines are tools that help search for information on the Internet. Because the Internet contains vast information, one search engine cannot organize all resources on the Internet. Therefore, when conducting research, it is often necessary to utilize more than one search engine. In the first activity, you will discover how various search engines can provide you with different results for the same search. The second activity will require you to visit a popular Web site search engine that ranks the most popular Web sites based on the number of visitors to a site. This activity will allow you to consider elements that make a Web site popular.
Activity 5.1 

1. Select one of the search engine Web sites.
2. Key e-business in the Search box (some Web sites may use an Enter Word box). Click on five search results and explore the various e-business Web sites.

3. Use the other search engines listed for this Online Exercise on the Business English at Work Web site to search e-business. For each of the Web sites you search, click on five results and explore the various e-business Web sites.

4. Repeat Steps 2 and 3 for the following terms: e-shopping, e-magazine, e-commerce.

5. Write a topic sentence about your searching for e-business. Write three additional sentences describing your experience. If you had problems with your search, explain why.

6. In your sentences, underline any compound nouns once and underline any possessive nouns twice. Circle any plural nouns.

7. Repeat Steps 5 and 6 for e-shopping, e-magazine, and e-commerce.

8. Write your name on your paper, and hand it in to your instructor.

Activity 5.2 

1. Select one of the popular Web site search engines.
2. Click on one of the categories such as Health, Family and Culture, or Travel and Transport. Click on a link to a popular Web site that interests you in the category which you have chosen. Print out the first page of the Web site.
3. Return to your search results by clicking on the Back button at the top of your screen. Click on two more links of popular Web sites and print out each home page.

4. Circle at least five correct forms of organization, association, or company names on each printout.

5. On a separate sheet of paper, write a topic sentence describing why you think the Web sites that you searched are popular. Write two sentences to support the topic sentence.

6. Write your name on each printout, and hand it in to your instructor.
