VB Mail Order Case Study, Chapter 12
Modify the VB Mail Order project from Chapter 5 to separate the user interface from the business logic.

Create a class for each order item. Include properties for the customer name, address, city, state, zip, express shipping, description, quantity, and price. For the summary information keep track of the subtotal in a shared read-only property. Create a read-only property for shipping and move the procedure you created in Chapter 5 to calculate shipping into the class. Create a read-only property for the Total.

Override the New constructor to be able to instantiate the class with no parameters or by passing the description, quantity, and price. Also, include a clear method to be able to clear the shared read-only properties.

Use the test data from Chapter 4 to test your project.
