The Perseus Project

Alexander the Great 

This site contains an excellent bibliography and a synopsis that explores Alexander's life, military campaigns, and death. This site also includes a summary of the Hellenistic era that he introduced. 

The Roman Empire Web site 

The Roman Empire Web site offers information on the Roman Empire: the time of Augustus, the Julio-Claudian dynasty, the Flavian dynasty, the Pax Romana, and Constantine and the decline of Rome. 

People With a History: An Online Guide to Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and Transgendered History 

This site offers original texts, discussions, and images addressing lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgendered history in all historical eras and all regions of the world. It includes both a guide to online bibliographies and an onsite bibliography.

Crusades: A Guide to Online Sources 

This site, part of the Online Reference Book for Medieval Studies (ORB) Encyclopedia, features original essays, primary sources, bibliographies, works of art, maps, and links to museums and libraries. 

Medieval and Renaissance History 

The medieval and Renaissance history site offers information on art, architecture, music, culture, literature, medicine, science, paleography, religion, and women. It also includes links to primary historical documents, translations of classical texts, and an online reference book for medieval studies. 

Martin Luther (1483-1586) 

This site includes a time line of the Protestant Reformation, and also contains information on Martin Luther's anti-Semitism as well as some of his writings. You may listen to music written by Luther while you browse.

Scientific Revolution 

This site explores the link between classical mathematics and science and the Scientific Revolution of the premodern world.

The French Revolution home page includes information about Louis XVI, the coming of the French Revolution, the role of women in the revolutionary process, essays on the Revolution covering a variety of subjects, as well as an annotated biliography.
