1.  What is a “limited liability company?”


2.  Describe the “Articles of Organization.”

3.  Based on your review of “Exhibit G:  Articles of Organization,” what information must be included in the Articles of Organization in order for a business to be considered for limited liability company status?

4.  In your opinion, should the organizer of a LLC that is not a professional association be required to disclose the specific purpose of the LLC in the Articles of Organization, rather than rely on the presumption that the purpose of the LLC is lawful?

5.  Based on your review of “Exhibit G:  Articles of Organization,” would you categorize the process of forming a limited liability company in Kansas as “easy,” “moderately difficult,” “difficult,” or “extremely difficult?”

6.  Research your home state to determine how the process of forming a limited liability company in your home state compares to Kansas’ process of forming a LLC identified in “Exhibit G:  Articles of Organization.”  To conduct your research, use an internet search engine of your choice, and type in the name of your state, as well as the words “Secretary of State.”  Access your home state’s Secretary of State website, and look for the “Articles of Organization” (or its equivalent) in the “Limited Liability Company” or “Limited Liability Company Forms” Section.
