Note that, in the calculations here, we have not calculated AEG in the way we did in the valuation with a two year forecast, but have used the trick that AEG = change in residual earnings (and the residual earnings were calculated in the solution to the KMB Case for Chapter 5). 
These two valuations are well above the market price. Either 

(1) The analysts’ forecasts are optimistic than those implicit in the market price

(2) The long-term growth rate of 4% is too high

(3) The required return should be higher than 8%

(4) The market is mispricing these expectations.

One can repeat the analysis with a higher required return: Does the stock still look overpriced if the required return in 10%? Use the engine at the end of this solution to test this. (The value changes to $75.13). 
The long-term growth rate of 4% is particularly suspect….we do not have much of a feel for this. We will take on this issue in the next chapter. 

One can see if the price is better approximated with a lower long-term growth rate. If one forecasts the AEG growth rate as zero (no-growth) for the valuation with two years of forecasts, the value is $92.88, still well above the market price. For the 5-year forecast with a zero AEG growth rate, the continuing value is $4.463 and the value is $115.27. 

We are understanding something: With a market price of $65.24 relative to these valuations with no change in AEG, the market is actually seeing a decline in AEG. Is this appropriate? The answer is a matter of financial statement analysis to which we go in the next Part of the book. 
Comparing RE and AEG valuations
You may well ask why the valuation here is different from that using the residual earnings model in Chapter 5. There is a subtle difference in how these models work. 
Recognize a mathematical property: If an amount grows at a certain rate, g, its change will also grow at the same rate. So, if RE grows at 4%, AEG will also grow at 4% (because AEG is just the change in residual earnings). However, the converse is not true: If a change in an amount (change in RE which equals AEG) grows at 4%, the level of the amount (RE) does not grow at the same rate. So, these models forecast a different growth pattern for RE and the analyst has to decide which is correct: Growth has to be modeled. We’ll spend some time doing this for KMB in later chapters. 
Note also the if the growth in AEG is zero, this does not mean growth in residual earnings is zero—it means that the growth in the change in residual income is zero (and if AEG is positive, residual earnings is still growing. 
Analysts’ two-year-ahead forecasts of eps tend to be a bit optimistic, yielding a higher AEG for the year to which the growth rate is applied. Their 5-year growth forecasts also tend to be optimistic. Thus the AEG method tends to give higher valuations than the RE method when the forecast is based on analysts’ forecasts. (This is consistent with sell-side analysts issuing too many BUY recommendations.)
Building a spreadsheet engine

You will find spreadsheet engines that apply an AEG valuation on the web page for Chapter 6. Here is an engine for KMB for the two-year forecast horizon with the inputs in the valuations above. Click on the frame to put it in Excel. Change forecasts, growth rates, the required return and see how the valuation changes. See how the value changes as you change the required return, as you change the forecasts for 2011 and 2012, or as you change the growth rate.  What if you used the most pessimistic or optimistic analysts’ forecasts in the Continuing Case for Chapter 1?


The first engine uses only two years of forecasts. To start the engine, click on any part below. The implied growth rates are for the growth rate you set (so those below are for a growth rate of 4.0%). Change the growth rate to 3.7% and you will get the eps growth rates plotted above.
