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is a fraction. It is not a whole number.

So, 12 is the whole number.

For Example 2 Compare Whole Numbers

7 is to the right of 4.
7 > 4


The > symbol means greater than.
Or

4 is less than 7.

The < symbol means less than.
For Example 3 Order Whole Numbers
c. Order the numbers 3, 7, 5 from least to greatest.
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3 is the least number.

3 is farthest to the left.
7 is the greatest number.
7 is farthest to the right.
The numbers in order from least to greatest are 3, 5, 7. 
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
