There were only a dozen diplomas given out at the commencement ceremonies at Mount Canesus School yesterday. When the last sheepskin passed hands, only a dozen mortarboards were flung into the audience.

But, according to Headmaster Martin Long, the graduating class will be remembered as one of the school’s exceptional classes, a case of a good thing coming in a small package.

“They’re a great bunch of young women,” he said after the commencement exercises, which took place on the maple‑shaded lawn of the private school. “They’re a very diverse group, but they’ve grown very close to one another.”

The sparsity of graduates dates back to two years ago, Long said. That year, the school’s financial problems and the decision to discontinue its boarding program threw Mount Canesus into a year of crises. As a result, he said, many parents transferred their children to other preparatory schools, leaving this year’s class the smallest that has graduated from the school since the 1930s.

“The parents of these kids stayed on,” he said.

Long said that as the school’s financial problems have been resolved, the school’s enrollment has swung back to normal levels.
