Questions for a Visit to a Staff Room

1. How many teachers visit the room compared with the number on staff?

2. Are most departments represented or just certain teachers, grade levels, or curricular areas?

3. Are there groups of faculty that congregate elsewhere?

4. Is there free and open use of space, or do some teachers “possess” a particular chair or table space?

5. Are the conversations “kid” or other-centered? Is there a tone that you would classify as constructive or destructive, on or off task, fun or business?

6.  Are there categories you could use to describe groups in the room (the women sit around the table, the men at the sofa; bilingual faculty stay together, the coaches never come in)?
