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Chapter 1:
Social Studies anD Interdisciplinary Instruction: A Look at Social Studies
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Chapter Focus

The purpose of this chapter is to inform teachers that social studies at the elementary and middle school levels is made up of six social sciences: anthropology, economics, history, geography, political science, and sociology.  It is important that teachers understand each of the six social sciences in order to effectively teach an integrated curriculum.  Incorporating all the social sciences in social studies instruction will help students become good democratic citizens capable of making informed decisions. 

Chapter One Objectives

The students reading this chapter will be able to:

1. Articulate their understanding of the six social sciences that make up social studies and their focuses.

2. Explain how the social sciences can be integrated for instruction.

3. Identify the ten themes for social studies developed by The National Council for the Social Studies.

4. Describe the steps in teaching social studies as a decision-making process.

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DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

1.  Have students recall a favorite memory of learning social studies. Ask students to identify examples of integrated social studies instruction.

2.  Ask students to volunteer words that come to mind when they hear “citizen.” Record student responses on the board. Use as a springboard for discussing “citizen actors.”

3.  Have students discuss how their own experiences in social studies did or did not address the goal of citizen action.

4.  Ask students to explain how integrated social studies instruction develops good democratic citizens.

SUGGESTED CLASS ACTIVITIES

1.  Divide students into six groups: one for each of the social sciences.  Assign each group to a different social science written on separate pieces of chart paper hanging      around the room.  Give students 2-3 minutes to write down any information related to the social science that was presented in the chapter. Have groups rotate to the next social science.  This time students must add new information to the chart trying not to repeat what a previous group has written.  Repeat process until each group has circulated to each of the six social sciences.  Students may use the text for assistance.

2.  Have students conduct a search of their local newspaper for articles about issues based on the social sciences.  Students can use these articles to develop an outline for the decision-making process.

3.  Divide the class into small groups.  Distribute a copy of an elementary or middle school level social studies text to each group.  Have students identify two or more related National Council of the Social Studies (NCSS) themes.  

4.  The scenarios described in the chapter introduction illustrate the point that social studies can be taught in an integrated approach. Divide the class into small groups and have each group discuss ways that teachers could make social studies instruction integrated.  Have the students develop a useful list of “things to do” when teaching integrated social studies. 

5. Have students in pairs or small groups attend a local governmental meeting, such as 

city council, library board, school board, etc. Later in class, have each group present the items on the agenda that were discussed, problems confronted by the agency, as well as any interaction with or between other governmental agencies.
