The Motivated Sequence

In using the motivated sequence, you may find it helpful to start off with the sequence itself before putting together an outline. Here’s a chart that can be used to organize your ideas:

1. Attention (Grab the listeners’ attention)
2. Need (Describe the problem, showing the need for action)
3. Satisfaction (Satisfy the need by presenting a solution)
4. Visualization (Help the audience visualize the results)
5. Action (Request audience action)
