Objective 

Thousands of Web sites on ethics exist. You will find information on ethics and the law, gender ethics, ethical environments, educational ethics, ethics in medicine and science, computer ethics, and ethics in government. Hundreds of businesses and organizations publish their codes of conduct online. Both activities will provide you the opportunity to explore codes of ethics Web sites. In the first activity, you will visit business codes of ethics Web sites. The second activity requires you to the study codes of ethics of professional associations. From this activity, you will analyze the importance of adjectives and adverbs in describing the codes of ethics.

Activity 13.1 

1. Select one of the business code of ethics Web sites.
2. Explore several of the codes of ethics, searching for one that is new information to you. You may want to visit other Web sites to find new information.

3. Write a paragraph describing the new information that you learned from the code of ethics. You may want to consider the following questions in your paragraph:


a. How does the code help improve business ethics?

b. Do you see any possible problems with the code of ethics?

c. Could the business code of ethics be applied to other areas of ethics? If so, how?

4. In your paragraph, underline each adverb once and each adjective twice.

5. Write your name on your paper, and hand it in to your instructor.

Activity 13.2 

1. Select one of the professional association code of ethics Web sites.
2. Search for a code of ethics that you find interesting and print it out.

3. Return to the Business English at Work Web site and select other codes of ethics Web sites to visit. Print out four more codes of ethics that you find interesting.

4. Choose two paragraphs from each printout. Underline each adverb once and each adjective twice.

5. On the back of the first printout, write a paragraph describing how adverbs and adjectives help you understand each code of ethics. How would the various codes of ethics be without adverbs and adjectives? Would you be able to make sense of them?

6. Write your name on each printout, and hand it in to your instructor.
