Activity 11-1

Instructions: Your local school district has just passed a bond issue that will fund the building of a new high school.  The community is also soliciting funds from citizens to use in equipping the classrooms with the most recent technology, stocking the library with new books, and furnishing the classrooms with new furniture. As chair of the Education for a Lifetime committee, you are asked to prepare a form letter that can be used to solicit funds from the community members to be used for these items.  Contributors who donate up to $100 will receive a certificate to frame; those individuals who contribute between $100 and $500 will have their name engraved on a plaque in the school atrium.  Anyone contributing more than $500 will have their name engraved on a brick that will then be placed on the north wall in the school’s entryway as part of the “Tree of Education.”
