The long wait for the opening of the Orange County Fair ends this evening with new rides, music, 33 food vendors and many other attractions.

“It’s going to be our best fair yet, and I ought to know,” said Horace Bogart, director of the county’s fair planning committee. “I’m 76 years old and haven’t missed one since World War II.”

Riding in an open-top buggy his grandfather won at the 1963 fair, Bogart will drive a team of llamas through the fairground gates to open the festivities at 5 p.m.
