Ravi Shankar

Originally released in 1968, Ravi Shankar is accompanied by Alla Rakha on tabla performing Raga Nat Bhairav and Raga Misra Piloo.

Full Circle: Carnegie Hall, 2000. 2001. Angel Records 57106.
Recorded live during a 2000 concert at Carnegie Hall in New York. Ravi Shankar and his daughter Anoushka Shankar perform Raga Kaushi Kanhara and Raga Mishra Gara with Bikram Ghosh and Tanmoy Bose on tablas. 

Passages. 1990. Private Music 260947.
Original music composed by Ravi Shankar and American composer Philip Glass, this is an interesting collaboration between two musicians who have each been influenced by diverse musical traditions. 
West Meets East: The Historic Shankar/Menuhin Sessions. 1999. Angel Records 67180. 
A groundbreaking album from the 1960s and 1970s, originally recorded in sessions  in England and the United States. The primary performers include Ravi Shankar, sitar; Yehudi Menuhin; and Alla Rakha, tabla.
