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Audiovisual Resources
Video content available as Video on Demand (VOD) is typically delivered to users on computers as downloadable or streaming video. Video sharing sites such as YouTube (www.youtube.com) are popular around the world, making a wide range of video events available. Other VOD sites also provide access to video at no cost to the viewer; others request a one-time fee or a subscription fee. The following sites provide online access to documentary video material with musical content that you may want to explore relative to this chapter and other chapters.
